Course Package

Each SHSM program offers students a bundle of eight to ten credits. These courses are regular Dntario

secondary school courses that allow students to work towards their Dntario Secondary School Diploma, but

have been bundled as the most relevant courses to prepare students for a future in the construction sector

The Bundle includes:

• Four “major” credits related to construction

in Grade 11 and 12

• Supporting credits, which provide

opportunities for students to learn the

subject in the context of the construction

sector:

o One Grade 11 or 12 English credit
o One or two Grade 11 and 12 math credits

depending on your postsecondary plans
o One Grade 11 or 12 business studies or

science credit
o Two cooperative education credits to

experience life in the construction sector

Applying to the Construction SHSM:
